BILL C-71 AFFECTS YOU.

Surrey, B.C.: The federal government has decided to rush new Gun Control legislation through without full discussion and
debate. Members of Parliament went to a Second Reading of Bill C-71 on March 27, 2018. A “Notice of Closure’ on Bill
C-71 has been posted, but recognized firearms groups in Canada have not been consulted on the changes.

The BC Wildlife Federation represents more than 40,000 British Columbians and a hundred plus sport shooting clubs and
fish and game protective associations. Together, we provide training and safe use of firearms and Conservation and Out-

door Recreation Education (CORE).

Bill C-71 is missing the mark in attempting to reduce crime and make Canadians safer. Canada has one of the strictest fire-
arm regimes in the world, but it can’t stop shootings by drug gangs. Even at the peak of the longgun registry in 2012, Sta-
tistics Canada found that less than 5 per cent of firearms used in homicide had ever been registered. Thistiny percentage
means that firearms diverted from law-abiding owners cannot be the source of guns used in many violent crimes.

Only two per cent of accused murderers had ever had a Possession and Acquisition Licence (PAL). It makes no senseto
target law-abiding firearms owners with this legislation; therefore, the BC Wildlife Federation requests that bill C-71 must

be subject to full debate or be rescinded immediately.

The BCWF has numerous questions about the methodology and science behind the proposed legidation, and expects the
opportunity to provide recommendations before this Bill is pushed through. The federation is asking our membersto call,
write and meet with their MPs across the province on thisissue. The BCWF Firearms Committee Chair Gary Mauser, and
BCWF Recreational Shooting Sports Committee Chair Vic Skaarup have launched a campaign to make sure that any new
firearms | egislation does not harm responsible hunters and sports shooters.

The government should be working with organizations like ours to support hunter training and firearms safety among
young people and new Canadians. Public safety is not being served by Bill C-71 and we cannot support it in its present

form.

Fired Range Brass Program reminder!

Just another reminder to our members to PLEASE only put fired pistol and rifle cartridge cases (brass or stedl) into the
plastic range brass buckets that are provided on the firing line. Please use the provided garbage cans on our ranges to
dispose of your garbage and ONLY put your fired rifle and pistol cartridge cases in the buckets provided for range
brass. If you could please do that it would definitely help to make our job alot easier and alot lessdisgusting. Itisa
nasty, time consuming job to separate and sort all of the garbage out of the brass buckets first. (Including the chicken
bones and tinned lunch leftoversthat | just cleaned out of the MP bucketstoday. Come on people, the garbage canis
located only mere FEET away from the brass buckets!)

The volume of saleable, reloadable brass is down noticeably over the past year or so and I'd just like to remind our
members that while we pretty much consider any brassthat is till 1ying on the ground or on the concrete to be “fair
game”, fired brass which has been placed into the club’ s range buckets are then considered to be the property of the
club. It appears that there are shooters who are “raiding” the range buckets and taking fired brass. All of the funds that
are generated from brass sales, including scrap brass, goes directly to the club and helpsto pay for repairs, upkeep, and
improvements on the range property. If you take brass from the range buckets you are essentially denying revenue to
the club which is used to your benefit. We' d ask that you please respect our “once the brassisin the bucket it staysin
the bucket” policy for the benefit of al of our members.

Just areminder too that the brass we sell through the club’ s brass recover program is sold “ as received” in the range
buckets and you will need to tumble it to clean it before your reload it. Some of it is once fired from factory ammuni-
tion, and some of it may have been rel oaded severa times. We have absolutely no control over that and it up to you to
clean it and then inspect it before you reload it. Y ou get it just as we receive it and do not guarantee it to be only once
fired.

Having said that, many thanks again to the club members who have donated their surplus, reloadable brassto our club's
brass recovery program lately. Also my very sincere thanks again to club members Art Archer and Mike Lesperance
who have been doing most of the brass pickup and brass sorting work for the past several months while I’ ve been busy
dealing with some ongoing health issues. It isVERY much appreciated.

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SAFETY REMINDERS--PLEASE READ

FIREARMS--CASES--BENCHES

* Firearms areto be cased and uncased ONLY during Live Periods and preferably only at the Firing line
(forward wooden benches) Actions open, Magazines removed (empty cases can be returned to rear gear tables)

* Firearms are to be Loaded and Unloaded ONLY on the Firing Line (forward wooden shooting Benches)
* Muzzles are always to be pointed down range or upwards.
(magazine may befilled or emptied at the rear gear benches and tables).

“CEASE FIRE” ROUTINE/PROCEDURES:

* Remove ammunition from the Chamber. Remove magazines from the action
* Leave actions visibly open-(a chamber flag helps visibility!)
Then- Your Choice:
* Leave firearm(muzzle pointed down range, magazine removed, action open) on FIRING LINE bench.

Or

* Carry firearm muzzle up and placein rear wall rack- magazine removed action open.

* Remember to take needed targets, tape, stapler, beverage, etc. with you when leaving the shooting bench
areafor the Cease Fire Period. (An RSO can retrieve forgotten items.)

* During a Cease Fire DO NOT go within 3 metres of the firearms on the bench or handle firearms on the

racks( Remember your P.A.L. Course). Do not touch anything on your shooting table. (An RSO can retrieve
forgotten items).

* During a Cease Fire the divided concrete slab area around the shooting benchesisto be used to walk

through only on the way to your target and back. Please remain off the shooting table area concrete during
cease fire periods.

It isagood ideato put your Hearing Protection on at the Perimeter Flag before you get to the active range. (Range Rules
require that hearing and eye protection be worn on the Ranges.)

The Federa Licensing Course suggest you wear both in ear and outside ear protection, another option isthe "Electronics
Earmuffs' Good Christmas List need item.

Once your hearing is damage it cannot be fixed and it does not repair itself.

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PROTECTING BOAT LAUNCH INFRASTRUCTURE

Boating B.C. has prepared a draft resolution to be presented to the Union of B.C. Municipalities (UBCM) annual con-
vention as follows:

Whereas recreational boating is part of the fabric of many B.C. communities, contributes to the quality of lifeand isan
important economic and recreational activity ;

And whereas there is an ongoing decline in boating access infrastructure, and marinas and public boat launches are
being removed to make way for development and community amenities;

Therefore, be it resolved that member communities incorporate existing boating access infrastructure into community
planning and identify areas in which there may be potential to add boating infrastructure into their longer-term com-
munity plans.

The Esquimalt Anglers Association discussed and supported the resolution at their May 01 meeting. The EAA will be
drafting aletter of support to Esquimalt Mayor, Barb Degardins, to take to the UBCM convention later this summer.

ADDITIONAL CHINOOK RESTRICTIONSFOR VICTORIA/SOOKE

In late April, DFO contacted the Sport Fishing Advisory Board seeking additiona reduction in exploitation rates on three
Fraser River stocks of concern ; Nicola4-2's, Shuswap 4-1's and Harrison 4-1's. The reason given isthe low expected
returns of adultsthis year.

An emergency meeting of the Victoria Sport Fishing Advisory Committee was held Friday May 04 to discuss options
provided by DFO and an SFAB technical team. The SFAB had to advise DFO of their recommendations by Monday
May 07.

Zone 1 (low abundance) conservation measures will continue in effect. However, the wild/unclipped release over 85 cm
which normally comes into effect approximately June 16 through to July 15, has been recommended to continue through
to July 31.

Additional conservation measures have a so been recommended for parts of Georgia Strait to address these stocks of
concern. Check with DFO website for updates on specific regul ation implementation details.

Anglers continue to believe that all these conservation measures will have little, or no, effect when extensive illegal net-
ting continues unabated on the Fraser River. Enough said!!!
